Your personal 
statement should include a summary of your merit in such areas as scholarship; campus/departmental 
activities; community service and leadership; a brief description of any life or work experiences that 
may enhance your professional potential; and a discussion of your professional goals and future plans.  
The application deadline is Monday, April 3rd, 2006.
